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The “Global Diasporic Chinese Museums Network Initiative” was
jointly established by the HOMELandS (Hub for Migration, Exiles,
Languages, and Spaces), the University of Westminster, UK and the
Chinese Heritage Centre, Nanyang Technological University, Singapore
(NTUSingapore). Itis funded by the AHRC (Arts and Humanities Research
Council) in the UK and the Chinese Heritage Centre at NTU Singapore,
with the aim of achieving the following objectives:

0 To establish, facilitate, and strengthen worldwide connections
between museums which feature artifacts and exhibitions
pertaining to Chinese diaspora.

9 To exchange experiences and ideas of how museums engage
in curating, preservation, public engagement, and education,
for a better understanding and promotion of diasporic Chinese
histories and to facilitate the development of diasporic Chinese
communities in the host countries and their cultural exchange
with China.

9 To enhance cooperation between museums for exhibitions,
seminars, forum, conferences, and other formats of events.

e To promote “diasporic Chinese museology”, or museum studies
on Chinese diaspora, and contribute to the interdisciplinary
research of Chinese diaspora.

Building upon the successful online public talk series on global
diasporic Chinese museums, the project will host an offline workshop
at NTU Singapore on July 26, 2024. This workshop will invite several
museum directors and researchers from countries such as Singapore,
China, Japan, Australia, the Philippines, Malaysia, and Indonesia, to
give speeches and engage in relevant discussions.
